2 STANDARD CONDITIONS OF TENDER 

F.1  General 
 
F.1.1  Actions 
 
F.1.1.1 The employer and each tenderer submitting a tender offer shall comply with these conditions of tender. 
In their dealings with each other, they shall discharge their duties and obligations as set out in F.2 and F.3, 
timeously and with integrity, and behave equitably, honestly and transparently, comply with all legal 
obligations and not engage in anticompetitive practices. 
 
F.1.1.2 The employer and the tenderer and all their agents and employees involved in the tender process 
shall avoid conflicts of interest and where a conflict of interest is perceived or known, declare any such conflict 
of interest, indicating the nature of such conflict. Tenderers shall declare any potential conflict of interest in 
their tender submissions. Employees, agents and advisors of the employer shall declare any conflict of 
interest to whoever is responsible for overseeing the procurement process at the start of any deliberations 
relating to the procurement process or as soon as they become aware of such conflict, and abstain from any 
decisions where such conflict exists or recuse themselves from the procurement process, as appropriate.

d) fraudulent practice means the misrepresentation of the facts in order to influence the tender process or 
the award of a contract arising from a tender offer to the detriment of the employer, including collusive 
practices intended to establish prices at artificial levels 

e) organization means a company, firm, enterprise, association or other legal entity, whether incorporated 
or not, or a public body 

 
F.1.4  Communication and employerôs agent 
 
Each communication between the employer and a tenderer shall be to or from the employer's agent only, and 
in a form that can be readily read, copied and recorded.

F.2.13.8 Accept that the employer shall not assume any responsibility for the misplacement or premature 
opening of the tender offer if the outer package is not sealed and marked as stated. 
 
F.2.13.9 Accept that tender offers submitted by facsimile or e-mail will be rejected by the employer, unless 
stated otherwise in the tender data. 
 
F.2.14 Information and data to be completed in all respects 
 
Accept that tender offers, which do not provide all the data or information requested completely and, in the 
form, required, may be regarded by the employer as non-responsive. 
 
F.2.15  Closing time 
 
F.2.15.1 Ensure that the employer receives the tender offer at the address specified in the tender data not 
later than the closing time stated in the tender data.

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MANDATORYôS MAIN SCOPE OF WORK 
 

THE APPOINTMENT OF A MAINTENANCE CONTRACTOR FOR THE MAINTENANCE OF THE 
LANDSCAPING, GARDENS AND PLANTS AT THE KIMBERLEY AIRPORT (FAKM) AND 

UPINGTON INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT (FAUP) 

 

 
1. Definitions 

 
1.1 ñMandataryò is defined as an agent, a principal contractor or a contractor for work, or service provider 

appointed by the Client to execute a scope of work on its behalf, but WITHOUT DEROGATING FROM 
HIS/HER STATUS IN HIS/HER RIGHT AS AN EMPLOYER or user of the plant. 

 
1.2 ñClientò refers to ACSA; 

 
1.3 ñPartiesò means ACSA and the Contractor, and ñPartyò shall mean either one of them, as the context 

indicates; 
 

1.4 "Services" means the services provided by the Contractor or Stakeholder to ACSA; 
 

1.5 ñStakeholderò refers to companies conducting business at ACSA premises or within close proximity 
where there is an interface with ACSA operations;  

 
1.6 ñThe OHS Actò refers to Occupational Health and Safety Act 85 of 1993, as amended; 

 
ñThe COID Actò refers to Compensation for Occupational Injuries and Diseases Act 61 of 1997, as 
amended; and 

 
1.7 ñSHEò means Safety, Health and Environment. 

 
 

GENERAL INFORMATION FORMING PART OF THIS AGREEMENT 

 
1. The Occupational Health & Safety Act comprises of SECTION 1-50 and all unrepealed 

REGULATIONS promulgated in terms of the former Machinery and Occupational Safety Act No.6 
of 1983 as amended as well as other REGULATIONS which may be promulgated in terms of the 
Act and other relevant Acts pertaining to the job in hand. 

2. Section 37 of the Occupational Health & Safety Act potentially punishes Employers for unlawful 
acts or omissions of Mandatories where a Written Agreement between the parties has not been 
concluded containing arrangements and procedures to ensure compliance with the said Act BY 
THE MANDATORY. 

3. All documents attached or refer to in the above Agreement form an integral part of the Agreement. 
4. To perform in terms of this agreement Mandataries must be familiar and conversant with the 

relevant provisions of the Occupational Health & Safety Act 85 of 1993 (OHS Act) and applicable 
Regulations. 

5. Mandatories who utilise the services of other contractors must conclude a similar Written 
Agreement with those companies. 

6. Be advised that this Agreement places the onus on the Mandatary to contact   the CLIENT in the 
event of inability to perform as per this Agreement. 

7. This Agreement shall be binding for all work the Mandatory undertakes for the Client and remains 
in force for the duration of the contracted period as per Main Contract signed by both parties. 

8. The contractor shall submit all necessary documentation as per SHE File Index to the Client seven 
days prior to starting with any work. 
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THE UNDERTAKING 

 
The Mandatary undertakes to comply with: 
 

2. REPORTING 
 

The Mandatary and/or his / her designated person shall report to the Client prior to commencing any 
work at the airports as well as when the activities change from the original scope of work. 

 
 

3. WARRANTY OF COMPLIANCE 
 

3.1 In terms of this agreement the Mandatary warrants that he / she agrees to the arrangements and 
procedures as prescribed by the Client and as provided for in terms of Section 37(2) of the OHS Act 
for the purposes of compliance with the Act. 
 

3.2 The Mandatary further warrants that he / she and / or his / her employees undertake to maintain such 
compliance with the OHS Act.  Without derogating from the generality of the above, or from the 
provisions of the said agreement, the Mandatary shall ensure that the clauses as hereunder described 
are at all times adhered to by himself / herself and his / her employees. 

 
3.3 The Mandatary hereby undertakes to ensure that the health and safety of any other person on the 

premises is not endangered by the conduct of his / her activities and that of his / her employees.  
 
 

4. SHE Risk Management 
 

4.1 The Mandatary shall ensure that a baseline risk assessment is performed by a competent person 
before commencement of any work in the Clientôs premises. A baseline risk assessment document 
will include identification of hazards and risk, analysis and evaluation of the risks and hazards 
identified, a documented plan and safe work procedures to mitigate, reduce or control the risks 
identified, and a monitoring and review plan of the risks and hazards.  

 
4.2 The Mandatary shall review the risk registers as and when the scope of work changes and keep the 

latest version on the SHE File.  
 
 

5. MEDICAL EMERGENCY RESPONSE 
 

The Mandatary shall submit a detailed emergency response procedure to the Client OHS Department 
as part of the SHE File prior to start of work. The procedure shall stipulate how the Mandatary intends 
to attend to medical emergencies. In the sites where the Client has onsite clinic services, the medical 
staff can provide first line response and stabilise the patient however the Mandatary shall then activate 
its own medical response procedure and transport the patient to the medical facilities for further 
medical attention.  

 
 

6. APPOINTMENTS AND TRAINING 
 

6.1 The Mandatary shall appoint competent persons as per Section 16(2) of the OHS Act.  Any such 
appointed person shall be trained on any occupational health and safety matter and the OHS Act 
provisions pertinent to the work that is to be performed under his / her responsibility.  Copies of any 
appointments and certificates made by the Mandatary shall immediately be provided to the Client. 

 
6.2 The Mandatary shall at the beginning of the project or activities where there are 5 people and more 

people working appoint a full-time dedicated Health and Safety resource whom will be dedicated to 
the project to ensure that Safety, Health and Environmental Requirements are met at all times. The 
allocated resource shall be based where the project is undertaken for the duration of the project or 
scope of work execution. The resource shall be trained and qualified on Occupational Health and 
Safety matters and the OHS Act provisions pertinent to the work that is to be carried out. 
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6.3 The Mandatary shall further ensure that all his / her employees are trained on the health and safety 

aspects relating to the work and that they understand the hazards associated with such work being 
carried out on the airports.  Without derogating from the foregoing, the Mandatary shall, in particular, 
ensure that all his / her users or operators of any materials, machinery or equipment are properly 
trained in the use of such materials, machinery or equipment. 

 
6.4 Notwithstanding the provisions of the above, the Mandatary shall ensure that he / she, his / her 

appointed responsible persons and his / her employees are at all times familiar with the provisions of 
the OHS Act, and that they comply with the provisions of the Act. 

 
6.5 The Mandatary shall at all material times be responsible for all costs associated with the performance 

of its own obligations and compliance with the terms of this Agreement, unless otherwise expressly 
agreed by the Parties in writing. 

 
 

7. SUPERVISION, DISCIPLINE AND REPORTING 
 

7.1 The Mandatary shall ensure that all work performed on the Clients premises is done under strict 
supervision and that no unsafe or unhealthy work practices are permitted.  Discipline regarding health 
and safety matters shall be strictly enforced against any of his / her employees regarding non-
compliance by such employee with any health and safety matters. 

 
7.2 The Mandatary shall further ensure that his / her employees report to him / her all unsafe or unhealthy 

work situations immediately after they become aware of the same and that he / she in turn immediately 
reports these to the Client within 48 hours with the action taken to mitigate the risk. 

 
7.3 Where the hazard or risk identified is the responsibility of the Client to action, the Mandatary shall 

notify the Client OHS and Safety Department within 24 hours of becoming aware of the hazard or risk 
for prompt action to mitigate. 

 
 

8. COOPERATION 
 

8.1 The Mandatary and his/her employees shall provide full co-operation and information if and when the 
Client or his / her representative enquires into occupational health and safety issues concerning the 
Mandatary.  It is hereby recorded that the Client and his / her representative shall at all times be 
entitled to make such an inquiry. 

 
8.2 Without derogating from the generality of the above, the Mandatary and his / her responsible persons 

shall make available to the Client and his / her representative, on request, all and any checklists and 
inspection registers required to be kept by him / her in respect of any of his / her materials, machinery 
or equipment and facilities. 

 
 

9. WORK PROCEDURES 
 

9.1 The Mandatary shall, after having established the dangers associated with the work performed, 
develop and implement mitigation measures to minimize or eliminate such dangers for the purpose of 
ensuring a healthy and safe working environment.  

 
9.2 The Mandatary shall then ensure that his / her responsible persons and employees are familiar with 

such mitigation measures. This includes the lock out tag out processes relating to the use of 
machinery. 

 
9.3 The Mandatary shall implement any other safe work practices as prescribed by the Employer and shall 

ensure that his / her responsible persons and employees are made conversant with and adhere to 
such safe work practices. 
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9.4 The Mandatary shall ensure that work for which a permit is required by the Employer or any statute is 
not performed by his / her employees prior to the obtaining of such a permit.  

 
 

10. HEALTH AND SAFETY MEETINGS 
 

10.1 OHS Act requires that Health and Safety Committees be established in case where employee 
count exceeds 20 onsite, however due to the duration and the nature of the scope of work executed 
by the contractors and stakeholders enforces that regardless of employees at the airports. The 
Mandatary shall establish his / her own health and safety committee(s) and ensure that his / her 
employees, being the committee members, hold health and safety representatives to attend the 
Employerôs health and safety committee meetings on monthly basis. 

 
10.2 The Mandatary Section 16(2) appointed and SHE resource shall attend the Client SHE 

meetings as per the schedule communicated. In cases where the Mandatary delegated resources are 
not able to attend the meeting, an apology shall be submitted to the Client OHS Manager 24 hours 
before the meeting. An alternative representative shall be deployed to attend the meeting on the half 
of the Mandatary. 

 
10.3 The Mandatary appointed Section 16(2) and SHE resource shall not skip more than three SHE 

Committee meetings a year. 
 
 

11. COMPENSATION REGISTRATION/INSURANCE 
 

11.1 The Mandatary warrants that all their employees and/or their contractorôs employees if any 
are covered in terms of the COID Act, which shall remain in force whilst any such employees are 
present on the Clientôs premises. A letter is required prior commencing any work on site confirming 
that the Principal contractor or contractor or stakeholder is in good standing with the Compensation 
Fund or Licensed Insurer. 

 
11.2 The Mandatary warrants that they are in possession of the following insurance cover, which 
cover shall remain in force whilst they and /or their employees are present on the Clientôs premises, 
or which shall remain in force for that duration of their contractual relationship with the Client, 
whichever period is the longest. 

 
11.3 The Mandatary shall provide the Client with Public Liability Insurance Cover as required by 

the Main Contract 
 

11.4 Any other Insurance cover that will adequately makes provision for any possible losses and/or 
claims arising from their and /or their Subcontractors and/or their respective employeeôs acts and/or 
omissions on the Clientôs premises. 

 
11.5 The Mandatary shall send updated Letter of Good Standing to the Client as and when the 

Mandatary receives it to ensure that the most valid version is available. 
 
 

12. MEDICAL EXAMINATIONS 
 

12.1 The Mandatary shall ensure that all his / her employees undergo routine medical examinations 
and that they are medically fit for the purposes of the work they are to perform. 

 
12.2 Copies of such medical fitness certificates shall be made available to Client as part of the SHE 

files for review to ensure that they have been conducted by a reputable Occupational Health 
Practitioner registered with Health Professions Council of South Africa (HPCSA) as a doctor and 
specialist Occupational Medical Practitioner. Any other additional medical assessment shall be 
conducted in line with risk exposures. 
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12.3 Standard (Basic) medical tests shall constitute the following assessments as minimum: 
 

¶ Individualôs history of general and previous occupational health  

¶ Comprehensive physical examination for evaluation of systemic function  

¶ Blood Pressure Measurement 

¶ Weight, Height and Body Mass Index 

¶ Urine screening  

¶ Drug screening 

¶ Audio screening 

¶ Lung Function Test 

¶ Keystone eye test 

¶ Work at Height Questionnaire 

¶ Muscular skeletal questionnaire 
 
 

13. INCIDENT REPORTING AND INVESTIGATION 
 

13.1 All Safety, Health and Environmental Incidents shall be reported to the Client OHS and Safety 
Department within two hours from the time of occurrence via a phone call, SMS or email or before end 
of shift. This shall be followed by a formal report in a form of a preliminary report within forty-eight (48) 
hours.  

 
13.2 All incidents referred to in Section 24 of the OHS Act shall be reported by the Mandatary to 

the Department of Labour and copies of such reporting to be sent to the Client.  The Mandatary shall 
further be providing with copies of any written documentation and medical reports relating to any 
incident.  

 
13.3 The Client retains an interest in the reporting of any incident as described above as well as in 

any formal investigation and/or inquiry conducted in terms of section 32 of the OHS-Act into such 
incident. 

 
13.4 The Client reserves a right to hold its own investigation into any incident where it deems it is 

not satisfied with the incident investigation or where the severity of the incident is fatal or damage 
beyond a value of 1 million and above. 

 
 

14. SUB CONTRACTORS 
 

14.1 The Mandatary shall notify the Client of any subcontractor he / she may wish to source to 
perform work on his / her behalf on the Client premises. It is hereby recorded that all the terms and 
provisions contained in this clause shall be equally binding upon the subcontractor prior to the 
subcontractor commencing with the work.  Without derogating from the generality of this paragraph: 

 
14.2 The Mandatary shall ensure that the sub-contractor meets all the requirements and is 

competent for the scope of work contracted for. This includes that approval of the SHE files, SHE 
Plans associated with the work. 

 
 

15. SECURITY AND ACCESS 
 

The Mandatary shall request and familiarise its employees with the Client security rules which is not 
included in this agreement. 

 
 

16. FIRE PRECAUTIONS AND FACILITIES 
 
 

16.1 The Mandatary shall ensure that all his / her employees are familiar with fire precautions at 
the site(s), which includes fire-alarm signals and emergency exits, and that such precautions are 
adhered to. 
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16.2 This includes participating on planned and unplanned emergency drills organised the Client. 

 
 

17. FACILITIES 
 

The Mandatary shall have a program to upkeep and maintain the facilities leased out to it /shared with/ 
by the Client as stipulated on lease agreement. 

 
 

18. HYGIENE AND CLEANLINESS 
 

The Mandatary shall ensure that the work site, ablution, offices and surround area is at all times 
maintained to the reasonably practicable level of hygiene and cleanliness. In this regard, no loose 
materials shall be left lying about unnecessarily and the work site shall be cleared of waste material 
regularly and on completion of the work. 

 
 

19. INTOXICATION AND SUBSTANCE ABUSE 
 

19.1 Entry to the airside is subjected to Aviation Safety Requirements in line with Client Substance 
Abuse Policy.  No intoxicating substance of any form shall be allowed on site where airside or land 
side.  Any person suspected of being intoxicated shall not be allowed on the site.  Any person required 
to take medication shall notify the relevant responsible person thereof, as well as the potential side 
effects of the medication. 

 
19.2 The Client reserves a right to do substance abuse testing and main entry points for the 

Mandatary employees. 
19.3 Intoxication limits shall be adhered to as stipulated on Client Substance Abuse Policy. 

 
19.4 Records of substance abuse testing shall be filed on the SHE File and made available to the 

Employer on request. 
 
 

20. PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT 
 

20.1 The Mandatary shall ensure that his / her responsible persons and employees are provided 
with adequate personal protective equipment (PPE) for the work they may perform and in accordance 
with the requirements of General Safety Regulation 2 (1) of the OHS Act. The Mandatary shall further 
ensure that his / her responsible persons and employees wear the PPE issued to them at all times. 

 
20.2 The Mandatary shall monitor compliance to PPE of his/her own employees at all times, The 

Client can at its discretion conduct random PPE compliance inspections and these can be recorded 
officially on the Client non-conformance reporting tool.  

 
20.3 The Mandatary shall keep records PPE Control cards of each employee those shall be kept 

on SHE File. 
 
 

21. PLANT, MACHINERY AND EQUIPMENT 
 

21.1 The Mandatary shall ensure that all the plant, machinery, equipment and/or vehicles he / she 
may wish to utilize on the Client premises is/are at all times of sound order and fit for the purpose for 
which it/they is/are attended to, and that it/they complies/comply with the requirements of Section 10 
of the OHS Act.  

 
21.2 Where the Mandatary equipmentôs interface to the Clientôs equipmentôs, a joint risk 

assessment shall be conducted by the Mandatary and the Client OHS department in order for the risks 
to be mitigated prior to the use of such equipmentôs. It is the responsibility of the Mandatary to notify 
the Client OHS department of such equipmentôs and machinery. 
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21.3 In accordance with the provisions of Section 10(4) of the OHS Act, the Mandatary hereby 

assumes the liability for taking the necessary steps to ensure that any article or substance that it erects 
or installs at the sites, or manufactures, sells or supplies to or for the Client, complies with all the 
prescribed requirements and will be safe and without risks to health and safety when properly used. 

 
 

22. USAGE OF THE CLIENTôS EQUIPMENT 
 

22.1 The Mandatary hereby acknowledge that his / her employees are not permitted to use any 
materials, machinery or equipment of the Employer unless the prior written consent of the Client has 
been obtained, in which case the Mandatary shall ensure that only those persons authorized to make 
use of same, have access thereto. 

 
22.2 The Client shall ensure that it isolates and apply LOTO on any equipmentôs and machinery 

where there is an unexpected start up or flow of energy. The Mandatary has a responsibility to apply 
its own LOTO procedures before starting with work and post the use of the equipment and machinery. 

 
 

23. PERMIT MANAGEMENT 
 

23.1 The Mandatary shall ensure that work for which the issuing of permit to work is required shall 
not be performed prior to the obtaining of a duty completed approved permit by the Client or relevant 
Authority. 

 
23.2 The Mandatory shall notify the Client of any work to be undertaken on site in order for the 

Permit to Work to be issued.  
 
 

24. TRANSPORTATION 
 

24.1 The Mandatary shall ensure that all road vehicles used on the sites are in a roadworthy 
condition and are licensed and insured.  All drivers shall have relevant and valid driving licenses and 
vehicle shall carry passengers unless it is specifically designed to do so.  All drivers shall adhere to 
the speed limits and road signs on the premises at all times. 

 
24.2 No employees on premises permitted in back of LDV (bakkie) and in front of LDV each driver 

and passenger must have a separate seat belt. 
 

24.3 In the event that any hazardous substances are to be transported on the premises, the 
Mandatary shall ensure that the requirements of the Hazardous Substances Act 15 of 1973 are 
complied with fully all times. 

 
 

25. CLARIFICATION 
 

In the event that the Mandatary requires clarification of any of the terms or provisions of this 
agreement, he / she should contact the Client OHS Department. 

 
 

26. DURATION OF AGREEMENT 
 

This agreement shall remain in force for the duration of the work to be performed by the Mandatary 
and/or while any of the Mandataryôs employees are present on the Client site. 
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27. NON-COMPLIANCE WITH THE AGREEMENT 
 

If Mandatary fails to comply with any provisions of this agreement, the Client shall be entitled to give 
the Fourteen (14) daysô notice in writing to remedy such non-compliance and if the Mandatary fails to 
comply with such notice, then the Client shall forthwith be entitled but not obliged, without prejudice to 
any other rights or remedies which the Mandatary may have in law,  

 
× Apply penalties as stipulated on the main contract between Mandatory and the Client. 
× To claim immediate performance and/or payment of such obligations. 
× Should Mandatary continue to breach the contract on three occasions for the same 

deviation, then the Client is authorised to suspend the main contract without complying with 
the condition stated in clause above. 

 
  

28. INDEMNITY 
 

The Mandatary hereby indemnifies the Client against any liability, loss, claims or proceedings 
whatsoever, whether arising in Common Law or by Statute; consequent personal injuries or the death 
of any person whomsoever (including claims by employees of the Mandatary and their dependents); 
or consequent loss of or damage to any moveable or immoveable property arising out of or caused by 
or in connection with the execution of the Mandataryôs contract with the Client, unless such liabilities, 
losses, claims or proceedings whatsoever are attributable to the Clientôs faults. The Mandatary or 
his/her employees is liable to prove without reasonable doubt that the loss is due to the Clientôs fault 
or negligence. 

 
 

COMPLIANCE WITH THE OCCUPATIONAL HEALTH & SAFETY 
ACT 85 OF 1993 

 
 

The Mandatary undertakes to ensure that they and/or their subcontractors if any and/or their respective 
employees will at all times comply with the following conditions: 

 
1. All work performed by the Mandatary on the Clientôs premises must be performed under the close 
supervision of the Mandataryôs employees who are to be trained to understand the hazards associated 
with any work that the Mandatary performs on the Clientôs premises. 

2. The Mandatary shall be assigned the responsibility in terms of Section 16(1) of the OHS Act 85 of 
1993, if the Mandatary assigns any duty in terms of Section 16(2), a copy of such written assignment 
shall immediately be forwarded to the Client. 

3. The Mandatary shall ensure that he/she familiarise himself/herself with the requirements of the OHS 
Act 85 of 1993 and that s/he and his/her employees and any of his subcontractors comply with the 
requirements. 

 
 

29. FURTHER UNDERTAKING 
 
Only a duly authorised representative appointed in terms of Section 16.2 of the OHS Act is eligible to sign this 
agreement on behalf of the Mandatary. The signing power of this representative must be designated in writing. 
A copy of this letter must be made available to the Client. 
 
The Contract/Project Manager shall sign this agreement as the Clientôs representative.

INSURANCE CLAUSES FOR OPEX CONTRACTS  

Summary of Terms and other Matters Applicable to Employer Provided Insurance 

Part 1: 

Notes to Schedule: 

¶ The provision of insurance by the Employer does not limit the obligations, liabilities or responsibilities of 

the Contractor under this contract in any way whatsoever (including but not limited to any requirement for 

the provision by the Contractor of any other insurances).  

¶ Unless specifically otherwise stated, capitalised terms in this schedule (other than Employer, Contractor 

and works where written in italics) have the meaning assigned to them in the relevant policy of insurance. 

o This Insurance Schedule is a generic term sheet generally applicable to the Employerôs projects. 

In the circumstances: If this Insurance Schedule reflects the amount of any cover provided by the 

Employer to be higher than the amount required in the Contract Data, the Employerôs obligation 

under this Contract is limited to the lower amount; and 

o If this Insurance Schedule provides for any cover which is not stated to be provided by the 

Employer in the Contract Data, the Employerôs obligation under this Contract is limited to the cover 

stated in the Contract Data. 

¶ [The terms governing the Employer provided policies of insurance are the terms detailed in the policies 

themselves. This schedule is merely a summary of the key terms. It is the responsibility of the tenderer to 

obtain copies of the policies and satisfy itself of the actual terms as required by the tenderer.] 

 

Part 2: 

ACSA Maintenance Contracts Insurance Clause. 

Insurance Affected by the Employer. 

 

Notwithstanding anything elsewhere contained in the Contract and without limiting the obligations liabilities or 

responsibilities of the Contractor in any way whatsoever (including but not limited to any requirement for the provision by 

the Contractor of any other insurances) the Employer shall effect and maintain as appropriate in the joint names of the 

Employer , Contractors and Sub-Contractors, Consultants and Sub-Consultants the following insurances which are subject 

to the terms, limits, exceptions and conditions of the Policy: 

a) PUBLIC LIABILITY Insurance ï which will provide indemnity against the insured parties legal liability 

in the event of accidental death of or injury to third party persons and/or accidental loss of or damage 

to third party property arising directly from the execution of the contract with a limit of indemnity of  R 

100 million in respect of all claims arising from any one occurrence or series of occurrences 
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consequent on or attributable to one source or original cause. The policy will be subject to a Deductible 

of R25 000 for Property Damage claims only but R250 000 where Loss or Damage involves Aircraft. 

(i) The Employer shall pay any premium due in connection with the insurance affected by the 

Employer. 

 

(ii) The Contractor shall not include any premium charges for this insurance except to the extent 

that he may deem necessary in his own interests to effect supplementary insurance to the 

insurance effected by the Employer.

C3.1:  Description of the Works 

1 DESCRIPTION OF THE SERVICE 

 Employerôs objective and overview 

The objective of this scope is to provide maintenance service data for Landscaping Maintenance Works, at 

Kimberley Airport and Upington International Airport, in a sustainable and optimum appearance manner, at the 

lowest operating and maintenance costs, while ensuring compliance to general safety and all relevant 

legislation. 

 

To provide facilities which are clean and hygienic, attempt to meet with the minimum requirements of the 

Occupational Health and Safety Act and those of airport users and stakeholders when using the airport. This 

contract is also intended to assist ACSA to meet the expectations of Airport Service Quality (ASQ) standards 

as per the Key Performance Indicator (KPI) set by the ACSA Board from time to time. 

 

The scope of this contract will include: 

 

1. Landside landscaping and airside close to the terminal building 

a. Trim and pruning of trees and bushes 

b. Bed cleaning 

c. Irrigation  

d. Invader plants and application of herbicides on landside and airside. 

e. Weed and Pest control 

f. Top dressing and levelling 

g. Protection 

h. Planting of new plant species 

 

2. Landside cleaning and Litter picking 

a. Paved area activities ï clear soil, weeds, growth 

 

3. Landside grass cutting 

a. Grass cutting (include fire break and landside perimeter and security fences) 

b. Garden refuse (requirement:  municipal dumping licence) 

 

The maintenance activities should be conducted within the ambit of all regulatory and best practice frameworks 

such as ICAO, OHSACT, SANS etc. The contractor shall be responsible for the maintenance and performance 

of the plant and equipment to an extent that ACSA deems appropriate and economical. 
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The successful bidder will be appointed directly by the Airports Company South Africa SOC Limited.  The 

works to be done under this contract falls under landside precincts of the airport.  

 

Landside refers to:  

¶ Areas of the airport before the security points, and  

¶ The restricted area beyond the security points but, within the perimeter of gatehouses, passenger 

terminals and cargo buildings  

 

Airside refers to: 

¶ Areas of the airport after the security point, and  

¶ The part of the aerodrome that is are restricted areas as governed by the NKP Act 

 

The works to be done will be under the areas as defined under the footprint of the Affected Property, as detailed 

in Annex A and B as part of Annexures to C4 (Site Information). 

 Overview of the works 

The service provider will be responsible for the servicing and maintenance of the landscaping and gardening 

services.  The work will be done under the following maintenance types:  

 

Extent of the works:  

The service provider will be fully responsible for meeting all requirements in this document regarding the 

Works.  In addition, all Works will be carried out to any applicable governing law and/or regulations.  

 

Service and maintenance shall be carried out as per the Task Orders from the Service Manager and s/his 

delegate. 

 

All new installation, replacement and repairs must be approved by ACSA prior to works being carried out. 

 Employerôs requirements for the service 

The Contractor will be fully responsible for meeting all requirements in this document regarding the Works. 

 

For each section, all work will be carried out to standards as required by the relevant safety standards as well 

as any applicable governing law and/or regulations.  Where standards differ from those required by this 

document the more stringent requirement shall apply.  The Contractor will be fully responsible for obtaining 

(and keeping up to date with) the said requirements. 

 

The Contractorôs main objective is to ensure that all areas and infrastructure is effectively maintained and 

operating within all the relevant safety and quality compliances to ensure reliability of services for airport 
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operations. It is essential that preventative maintenance is administered at the appropriate intervals to achieve 

this objective. 

 

An example of a Scheduled Maintenance activities is detailed in Annexure C and D of this document.  This is 

not an exhaustive list and is intended to be used as a guide. 

 

In providing the Service, the Contractor shall not interfere with the normal everyday use of the Affected 

Property. Airport operations must continue as far as practicable consistent with the work being done by the 

Contractor. Should this not be able to achieve, the Contractor shall inform the Service Manager in order to 

negotiate a practicable alternative solution with the Operations Department.

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2 SCOPE OF WORK SPECIFICATIONS 

 Trimming and pruning of trees and bushes 

Trim all trees and shrubs according to their growth patterns - in order to uphold its optimum health, 

presentation, aesthetics and prevent unsafe conditions (for vehicles and pedestrians) due to overhang 

breakage and falling. 

 

Maintain all hedges and smaller trees at an acceptable trimmed condition in order to avoid obstruction of all 

signs and drive-ways. Safety and passenger movement areas takes precedence. 

 Bed cleaning 

Clean and maintain all beds (flowers/plants) from foreign objects to achieve neatness; cleanliness and having 

a pleasing appearance (favourable conditions). 

 

Beds have different characteristics based on size, shape and quantity plant material. This requires different 

cleaning methods to achieve favourable conditions. The Contractor align his/her activities to the various 

conditions in the beds. Exposed soil will be weed free and levelled. Where beds are covered with mulch (bark 

/ covering protection) or any other soil additive this must be also free of weed and foreign objects. Beds totally 

covered with flowers / plants must be cut back periodically to keep the species localised and stimulate growth. 

Thin out overgrown areas and remove dead leaves. 

 Irrigation  

Maintain all existing irrigation systems for effectivity. 

 

Water all fauna and flora (flower beds) in such a manner to uphold and improve on the present conditions - by 

utilising a manual process (water hoses connected to defined George Airport water points). Where available - 

the contractor can utilise the existing irrigation system. 

 

Water all pot plants which is located on the outside of the Terminal building and in walk-way canopies as well 

as at the car rental returns. 

 Invader plants (Alien vegetation) and application of herbicides 

According to the National Forest Act (Act 84 of 1998 as amended together with the relevant lists and notices) 

as well as the National Environmental Management: Biodiversity Act (Act 10 of 2004 as amended together 

with the relevant lists and notices), all declared invader weeds or plants that threaten the natural biodiversity 

should be eradicated or destroyed.  
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The Contractor should obtain guidance and information on the treatment and/or eradication techniques 

required from the Department of Agriculture, Fisheries and Forestry.  The contractor is required to conduct 

annual surveys to determine the relevant species, their distribution and extent on an annual basis to identify 

areas requiring intervention as well as to determine success rates of the eradication programme.  A 

programme, including suitable herbicide to be used, to be submitted for approval to ACSA.  The Contractor 

personnel to be trained in the application of the herbicide, as required by all relevant laws and regulations. 

 Apply lice pesticide on Quiver trees  

On various areas around the landside areas of the airport, there are Quiver trees planted.  These require to 

be treated with lice pesticide to ensure they do not die.   

 

The Contractor should obtain guidance and information on the treatment and/or eradication techniques 

required from the Department of Agriculture, Fisheries and Forestry.  The contractor is required to conduct 

annual surveys to determine the relevant species, their distribution and extent on an annual basis to identify 

areas requiring intervention as well as to determine success rates of the eradication programme.  A 

programme, including suitable herbicide to be used, to be submitted for approval to ACSA.  The Contractor 

personnel to be trained in the application of the herbicide, as required by all relevant laws and regulations. 

 

These Quiver trees are protected species and need to be safe guarded.  Should a tree die due to neglect of 

the Contractor and the treatment programme not followed or not suitable, the cost of replanting and getting 

permits from the Department of Forestry shall be for the account of the Contractor. 

 Weed and Pest control 

The eradication of weeds whether manually, mechanically or by chemical means - is the 

responsibility of the Contractor. Determine the most effective method. Ensure that applied herbicides will cause 

no long-term soil imbalance / or detrimental effect as a result of the indiscriminate use of such herbicides. An 

Environmental clause might be stipulated on the MSDS or alternatively the product must be accompanied by 

a report from the Service provider relating to probable impacts. 

 

Application of herbicides must adhere to all safety, environmental and health legislation and regulations. A 

suitably qualified person who is registered in terms of the Chemicals Control Act (Act 36 of 1947) must handle 

the application of these chemicals. The necessary certificate must be presented to the Service Manager. Only 

approved herbicides may be utilised. Material safety data sheets (MSDSôs) are a requirement and copies of 

all relevant MSDSôs must be supplied to the Environmental and Safety Departments. 

 

Apply applicable herbicide (selective and non-selective) based on present conditions. Follow a spot treatment 

approach where required in-between three monthly blanket treatments 

Apply applicable herbicide (selective and non-selective) based on present conditions. Follow a blanket 

approach every three months. 
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The control of pests applies to outdoor areas only on lawns, in beds, on trees, shrubs and other foliage. The 

Contractor will perform a pest control as and when required and or when their appearance becomes evident 

or in the interests of the plants affected so as not to detract from the general appearance of the contracted 

areas. Ensure no adverse long term effects pesticides may have on plant growth and soil fertility. Pests are 

identified as insects that may invade plant material. As with the application of chemicals for weed, a suitable 

qualified person who is registered in terms of the Chemicals Control Act, must apply / utilise chemicals used 

for the control of pests. 

 

An update of a chemical usage register is required (Minimum requirements: Name of substance, quantity used, 

dilution factor if applicable, Name of qualified person, key control) must be submitted each time after a site 

visit. A report of all hazardous substances used accompanied by the relevant MSDS needs to be submitted to 

the Service Manager on a 6-monthly basis. It should however be kept up to date and available at all times for 

inspections and audits. All hazardous waste generated by the contractor must be disposed of in accordance 

with National Environmental Management Waste Management Act 59 of 2008 

 Top dressing and levelling 

Maintain the existing areas that have decorative stones.  These add to the ambiance of the airport. 

 

Fill-up all existing areas (including new areas based on a needs-analysis) with decorative grid stones. 

 

Fill-up all existing areas (including new areas based on a needs-analysis) with decorative bark. 

 

Fill-up all existing areas (including new areas based on a needs-analysis) with fine buildersô sand in order to 

improve surface level conditions. 

 

Fill-up all existing areas (including new areas based on a needs-analysis) with top-soil in order to improve 

surface level conditions. 

 Planting of new plant species 

As and when required / requested the airport, the services provider will be requested to plant new plants and 

vegetation. 

 Landside cleaning and Litter picking of Paved area activities ï clear soil, weeds, growth 

Clean and maintain all paved areas from unwanted grass, weeds, rubbish and general litter. 

 

Ensure that all paved areas are clear from sand and soil. 
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Clean and maintain all storm-water infrastructure from unwanted vegetation growth and soil built-up. This will 

prevent flooding and congestion of storm water infrastructure. 

 Fish Pond maintenance 

This includes the cleaning of the Fish Pond, the trimming of the water plants, as well as the Algae control.  The 

Fish Pond is located in the Lapa Area.  It is critical that the algae are appropriately managed, as algae build 

up blocks the filtration system.  The Fishpond is important to the airport as it adds to the ambiance of the 

airport. 

 Landside Grass cutting (include fire break and landside perimeter and security fences) 

Cut and maintain all grass (lawn) length not to exceed a maximum allowable height of 10cm - at any given 

time. The Contractor will devise a strategy of required cut frequencies based on the present conditions. 

Conditions will be dependent on the season of the year. The end result must achieve an acceptable clean cut, 

groomed and "finished off" look. The optimum length of the cut grass may differ from place to place and the 

method of mowing and trimming may also vary according to the type of grass and the standard of finish 

required. 

 

The contractor shall ensure that mowing, trimming and cleaning activities is performed uniformly during all site 

visits, in order to achieve a uniform grass length and acceptable aesthetic appearance. 

 

All lawns should be edged at the same time as the grass cutting operations where such areas adjoining 

buildings, paving, manholes, trees, beds, sidewalks, fences, poles or any other obstacle in the lawn areas. 

Edging is performed mechanically only. No chemicals should be used. 

 

All fencing and poles must be protected against damage during brush cutting activities. The Contractor need 

to apply measures to enforce this. 

 Garden refuse (requirement:  municipal dumping licence) 

Garden refuse is generated by the Contractor during the course of his normal activities and does not include 

refuse from any other source. This refuse may include branches, leaves and other plant matter but may also 

consist of other objects that need to be disposed of from the contract maintenance areas according to the 

service agreement. This refuse must be disposed of immediately. 

 

Refuse to be dumped appropriately at the municipal dumping area.  The provide evidence that the refuse was 

dumped at the municipal dumping area.  Payment can be withheld for failure to provide this.    
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3 MANAGEMENT STRATEGY AND START UP. 

 The Contractorôs plan for the service 

Prior to the activation of this contract, the Contractor must submit his plan (contractor's plan for the intended 

services) for approval by the employer, which should provide a matrix detailing the following: 

 

All the various Affected Areas referenced against the three-year time-axis to indicate when exactly each 

service activity (daily, weekly, monthly, 6 monthly, 12 monthly) will be performed.  

 

The plan must also aim to schedule the activities with reference to the contractor's available manpower with 

the airport's operational hours as detailed below. The importance is ensuring balance between maintaining the 

Affected Areas and the airportôs operational requirements. All maintenance that require service interruption 

must be performed outside airport operating hours. 

The Upington International Airportôs operational hours are detailed as follows: 

o Monday to Friday 06H30 to 19H00 

o Saturday  09H30 to 14H00 

o Sunday   10H30 to 19H00 

 

The Kimberley Airportôs operational hours are detailed as follows: 

o Monday to Thursday 06H00 to 19H00 

o Friday   06H00 to 20H00 

o Saturday  08H00 to 15H00 

o Sunday   08H00 to 19H30 

 

The airportôs operational hours are published in the AIP for the respective airport and may change from time 

to time based on operational requirements. 

 

The submitted Contractorôs Plan will form part of Annex C (Contractorôs Plan for Service) and shall be 

referenced against the OEMôs maintenance recommendations. 

 

Together with the submitted plan, the Contractor shall provide a Schedule of equipment and tools, which will 

be used on this contract. The list will form part of the tender returnable schedules. The equipment will be 

judged against the Contractorôs Plan for the service to understand whether the bidder has fully understood his 

obligations and whether he is able to do the work. 

 

The Contractor shall ensure that he devise practical methods during all service activities, which will mitigate 

damage to property and people. Possible methods to be used is the application of a moving/portable shield 

(canvas) during grass cutting activities, in areas where the required safety distances cannot be maintained. 
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The minimum manpower shall be as per Team that was offered at tender.  Any changes to the Team shall be 

with prior approval from ACSA. 

 

Together with the submitted plan, the Contractor shall provide a Schedule of equipment and tool, which will be 

used on this contract. The list will form part of the tender return schedules. The equipment will be judged in 

conjunction with the Contractorôs Plan for the service to understand whether or not the bidder has fully 

understood his obligations and whether he is able to do the work. The minimum equipment items that should 

feature on the list is detailed as follows: 

1. Ride-on Mowers 

2. Brush cutters 

3. Push mowers 

4. Trailer  

5. Hedge trimmers 

6. Blowers 

7. LDV 

 

The submitted Contractorôs Schedule of equipment and tools will be attached as Annexures to C4 (under Site 

Information).   

 

Any particular activity will only be completed after the submission of the appropriate documentation to the 

Service Manager or his nominated representative for acceptance and approval. 

 

In line with the Occupational Health and Safety Act and regulations, all plant, vehicles, equipment and 

machinery and tools shall be in good working order.  These should be inspected at the appropriate frequency, 

as contemplated by the regulations.  The Contractor shall ensure all employees working with the plant/ 

vehicles/ equipment and machinery/ tools is trained and the competency certificate is filed in the Safety File, 

where applicable.  

 Management meetings 

Contract performance meetings (Risk Reduction Meetings) will be set up from time to time between the 

Contractor and the Employer's Service Manager. The scheduling of these meetings will be at the discretion of 

the Kimberley Airport and Upington International Airport. The meetings will be conducted formally where 

contract KPI's will be discussed. The Contractor needs to ensure the availability of the representative with a 

delegated authority to attend these meetings. The meeting minutes will be recorded and distributed to the 

Contractor electronically for record keeping and actioning of the agreed activities.
